Unit counters- The easiest way to make the variant counters is to take the Battle of Nations countersheet image on BoardGameGeek ,save the image then print it out to ½” counter size ,pen in the unit ID’s and then mount and cut. 

Variant notes-Napoleon could have decided to add Lobau’s I corps to his force(Option A) and leave St Cyr’s XIV corps at Dresden or decide he needs all his corps with him so commit’s both the XIV & I corps(Option B) and leave  the regular small divison size garrison to defend the city. The Russian Covering force would have moved out if the main French units have left and trailed them. The historical Austrian covering force units are still watching the small French garrison.

The Prussian IV corps had been badly mauled at Dessau by Reynier and fell back to Potsdam and remained out of action for Leipzig. This assumes they managed to disengage more intact to join back up with Bernadotte.

Bavaria finally joined the Allies around the 8th of October. This assumes they joined sooner and Werde’s Bavarian corps plus Frimont’s Austrian corps who had been watching them are able to join the fighting.

This variant was inspired by the ADC2 Napoleon at Leipzig variant by Dave Jone’s  but most important Lance McMillan’s soon to be published Leipzig20.
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
